The IEEE Region 7 (Canada) Spring
Meeting occurred May 11 —13, 2001, at
the Delta Chelsea in Toronto. This
meeting also provided the opportunity
for the three Canadian Central Councilg
(our Section is part of the Eastern
Canada Council) to get together.
Attending these meetings were Yves
Fontaine and Eric Gill of the Nfld & Lab
Section executive. Also present were
several high-ranking IEEE members
from Regions 1,2 and 3 (U.S.) to add
valued input to our sessions.

Some of the key issues discussed
included:

IEEE is becoming under-funded.
