offered a workshop on Pre-College
Engineering Awareness. This half-day
session was held in MUN'’s S.J. Carew
building on their St. John’s campus and
included lunch. The workshop was led
by Dr. Douglas Gorham, Ed. D.,
Manager of Pre-College Education for
the IEEE Educational Activities Board.

This was Dr. Gorham’s last stop in a
series of sessions held this month for the
Eastern Canada Council (ECC). His first
port of call was in Montreal on May 2, to
mesh with IEEE Canada’s Spring
Meeting. All ECC attendants were
present for this training. Dr. Gorham
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also presented the workshop in Halifax
on May 5 and in Fredericton on May 6.

The intent of this program is ultimately
to engage “champions” within the
Section who will in turn develop
collaborations with their local pre-
university community to promote
engineering and science. In St. John’s
six people attended the workshop,
including MUN faculty and graduate
students as well as members from
industry. The target audience is pre-
university students, ranging from
elementary through to high school. Thg
intent is for these champions to work
with School Board program directors
and chairs, as well as motivated teachg
to enhance science and hands-on
learning for their students. In this
manner it is hoped that students will
develop an enhanced appreciation for
technology in general and engineering
particular.

The workshop was well received and
sets the stage to elevate this to the nex
level: creating a concerted approach
within our Section in accessing the
School Board primes to advance the
message. The ECC, through Student
Activities chair Ferial EI-Hawary,
showed great leadership in coordinatin
this opportunity and thereby leading the
rest of the country.
