Membership
Development

In the past few months, improved
membership results continue for IEEE
internationally. By the end of March,
total IEEE membershipeached 315,095
which is 2.2% increase over March of
last year. High Grade memberships,
including Fellow, Sr. Member, Member
and Associate Member, are up 1.1%
(2,806 members) over last year and
student memberships are up by 4,093
(+7.4%) overa year ago. For IEEE
Canada (Region 7), total members
increased from 12,74@ 13,245, which
is 3.9% increase over the past year. Hi
Grade memberships gained

by 3.2%(from 9,693 to 10,002) and
sudent members increased from 3,049
3,242 (6.4%). FoNewfoundland and
Labrador Section, our senior members
increased by 9.09% and members
increased by 8.77%, even though there
2.08% drop for student members.
Currently,our sectiorhas a total of 125
members, including Life Fellow, 1
Fellow, 12 Senior Members, 1 Life
Member, 62 Members, 1 Associate
Member, and 47 student members.
